ADMISSIONS POLICY 

SEPTEMBER 2009
The Governing Body of Carmel RC College is the Admissions Authority for this College.  

Admission number for Year 7 September 2009 - 180

Admission number for Year 12 September 2009 - 200

The Admissions Policy Criteria will be applied on an Equal Preference basis.

When the school is over-subscribed, admissions will be in accordance with the following criteria:

1.
Children who are baptised Catholic or have been formally received into the Catholic Church who are Looked after Children (Children in the Care of the Local Authority). 

2.
Children who are baptised Catholic or have been formally received into the Catholic Church attending a Catholic primary school.

3.
Other baptised Catholic children or children who have been formally received into the Catholic Church.

4.
Children who are not baptised Catholic who are Looked after Children (Children in the Care of the Local Authority).

5.
Children who are not baptised Catholic who have a brother or sister at the College at the time of application according to the following order of priority:


(a) Siblings who are not baptised Catholics but who are baptised Christians, who attend a Catholic primary school and who can demonstrate that they are practising members of another Christian denomination.

(b) Siblings who are not baptised Catholic but who are baptised Christians and who can demonstrate that they are practising members of another Christian denomination.

(c) Siblings who are not Christian but who can demonstrate that they are practising members of another faith.


6.
Children who are not baptised Catholic but who are baptised Christians, who attend a Catholic primary school and who can demonstrate that they are practising members of another Christian denomination.

7.
Children who are not baptised Catholic but who are baptised Christians and who can demonstrate that they are practising members of another Christian denomination.

8.
Children who are not Christian but who can demonstrate that they are practising members of another faith.

9.
Children who are not baptised Catholic but who are baptised Christians and whose parents wish them to benefit from a Catholic education.

10.
Children who are not baptised whose parents wish them to benefit from a Catholic education.

Catholic Children are children who have been baptised as Catholics or have been formally received into the Catholic Church.  All applicants seeking admission under these criterions will be asked to provide evidence that the child has been baptised as a Catholic or has been received into the Catholic Church.  For Christian applicants a baptismal certificate must be provided.

In addition, if applicants are seeking admission under any of criteria 3 to 11, they will be asked to complete a supplementary form.  
Where there are places available for some, but not all applicants within a particular criterion,  distance from home address to school will be the deciding factor, with preference being given to those whose home address is nearest to the school, when measured by the shortest walking route from the child’s front door to the front entrance of the College.

Sibling refers to brother or sister, half brother or sister, adopted brother or sister, step brother or sister, or the child of the parent/carer’s partner where the child for whom the school place is sought is living in the same family unit at the same address as that sibling.

Parents are asked to note that admission to any of Years 7 to 11 is no guarantee into Year 12 (sixth form).  Sibling links do not apply to students continuing into the Sixth Form.

Parents who are refused a place have a statutory right of appeal.  Further details of the appeals process are available by writing to the Chairman of Governors at the College address.

Special Medical or Social Needs
Children who have a statement of Special Educational Need which names our College will be admitted.

If your child has Special Educational needs but does not have a ‘statement’ of need then your application will be considered on the basis of the College’s admission criterion.

Admission into Year 12

The College provides courses of study for post 16 (Sixth Form) students.  The majority of the Sixth Form students transfer from Year 11, but we generally have places available for external students.

The availability of courses is dependant upon the number of applicants and financial sustainability of the course.

The minimum entry requirement for admission into Year 12 for Level 3 courses is 5+ A*-C or equivalent plus subject specific requirements as per prospectus.  Details of the specific entry requirements and courses available may be obtained from the College.  Entry requirements are the same for internal and external students.

Applicants who are refused a place in the Sixth Form have a statutory right of appeal.  Further details of the appeals process are available by writing to the Chairman of Governors at the College address.
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
